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Abstract: The concept of Smart Environment envisions a technology-enriched living space that is capable of anticipating intensions of occupants and providing appropriate service accordingly. Most of the services in such space are context-aware and are realized by an assemblage of heterogeneous components. The technology for realizing such environments is called Pervasive computing. This talk focuses on the software engineering aspects of Pervasive computing. First, we will briefly review history of technological evolution of Pervasive technologies in such environments. Then, several potential research issues and core technologies for realizing such system will be explored. This talk also includes discussions of several emerging and practical applications such as energy saving and healthcare.
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
